Holy Week Retreat registration forms have been sent

Michael Joyce, CM, the Brothers’ chaplain at Lambert Hall and the Chancellor and Moderator of the Curia for the diocese. The fee for the program is $250. Registration deadline is March 15th.

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The following chart is from a Health Partners insurance company newsletter. A yearly
physical i recommended for all after the age of 50. That “Height, weight and BMI” is
listed first may be interpreted to indicate that these are of topmost importance in keeping
ourselves healthy. Obesity leads to many other health conditions (diabetes, heart, back,
and leg problems, to name a few).

Note the asterisk next to “Blood pressure check.” The “Every two years” recommen-
dation is for healthy persons who have always had a blood pressure reading of less than
120/80 and who do not have personal or family health risk (e.g., the person’s father had
high blood pressure or the person is over weight). Such persons should have their blood
pressure taken more frequently.

This chart does not fully cover some very important screenings for cancer. Screenings are
available for colon and rectal cancer, with a colonoscopy and FOBT (fecal occult blood
test), prostate cancer, with PSA test and digital rectal exam. Lymph node cancer, skin
cancer, and thyroid cancer are evaluated during regular annual check-ups. Mouth cancers
are evaluated by your dentist at regular check-ups which are recommended every 6-12
months

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JUST THINKING…….

There seems to be so much injustice in the world.  People often don’t know which cause to take up first, because they all seem important and very urgent.  

Currently, Lasallians are working for social justice on many different fronts.  We are advocating for justice for immigrants, for example, but we still have much work to do in this area.  Another injustice which demands our attention is human trafficking; sad as it is, human trafficking has been happening for a long time, without our even really understanding how and why it takes place.  Meanwhile, we are struggling to understand our current economic situation and to deal with its consequences in our ministries.  

One particular injustice I think a lot about is gang violence in our American cities.  I often wonder how well we understand this issue.  Gang violence makes me wonder where we have gone wrong in our families and in our society.  As I understand it, youth join gangs in order to feel like they “belong”; it makes me sad to realize that gangs might exist and thrive because our families and our churches are failing to offer alternative, healthy communities of acceptance.   

We as Lasallians are doing much in our ministries.  Sadly though, we don’t often hear about the great work taking place.  Even though we may be overwhelmed as we look at the injustices present in the world, I feel as though it is important to share and celebrate our successes - no matter how small - in our work.  

In this spirit, I would like to share some news about a ministry I work with, the Brother David Darst Center in Chicago.  The Brother David Darst Center has ministered to and with many of other Lasallian ministries.  The Center welcomes people to come, use our facility, and raise their own awareness.  The staff of the Darst Center takes students to visit and spend time with the poor and marginalized and leads discussions about why issues like poverty continue to exist.  Students quickly learn that most marginalized people (people who are homeless, for example) have something to offer society.  This may be the first chance a student has had to visit with a person so marginalized by our society; they often come away with fantastic stories and a life-changing experience.
