· Brother Timothy (Julius Timothy) McNary, 85, died suddenly in Memphis, TN, on July 19th while being treated for an aneurysm at St. Francis Hospital. A De La Salle Christian Brother for 67 years, he was born John McNary in Ellendale, MN, the son of James and Edna (Luchsinger) McNary. He attended Cretin High School in St. Paul, and in 1940 he received the habit in Glencoe, MO. The following year he professed his first vows and later he made his final vows at Beaver Island, MI. In 1944 he graduated with a BA degree from St. Mary’s College in Winona, MN, and five years later he earned an MA degree from DePaul University in Chicago. Brother Timothy taught at De La Salle in Chicago, St. George H.S. in Evanston, and Christian Brothers H. S. in Quincy, IL. He also served at Christian Brothers College in Memphis, De La Salle in Kansas City, Rummel H.S. in Omaha, NE, and O’Hara H.S. in Kansas City. From 1973 through 1976 he was a teacher and headmaster at St. John’s H.S. in Waterloo, Belgium. He has been at Christian Brothers University in Memphis since 1977 and served as career counselor, placement director, and director of international admissions. He retired in 2000. Brother Timothy bequeathed his body to the University of Tennessee, School of Medicine. Survivors include his sister Margaret Bachner of Ft. Myers, FL, and his brother James of Sun City West, AZ, and nieces and nephews, and his Brothers at Lambert Hall Community. A memorial liturgy will be held on August 31st at De La Salle Chapel at Lambert Hall on the campus of CBU. 

· Brother Anthony Gajewski, 48, died at the residence of the Christian Brothers in Westmont on July 30th. A De La Salle Christian Brother for twenty-seven years, he was the son of Anthony and Casimira (Bulat) Gajewski of Chicago.  Two U.S. Districts Announce New Collaboration

Close cooperation between the Districts of New Orleans-Santa Fe and San Francisco is not new. In recent years, shared activities between the New Orleans-Santa Fe District and the San Francisco District have steadily expanded. Lasallians in both Districts at every level – individuals, school communities, administrators, and District leadership – have been finding opportunities for mutual support and deepened association. These have included mutual participation in the Lasallian Leadership Institute, the sharing of Brother personnel, the collaborative work at San Miguel High School (Tucson), and the sharing of various consulting services and training programs.  Students and faculty from schools of both Districts have participated in summer programs such as Lasallian Student Leaders and the Lasallian Youth Assembly. Recently, faculty from St. Paul’s School in Covington, Louisiana, and from J.K. Mullen High School in Denver joined San Francisco District faculty in a Religious Studies workshop at St. Joseph’s Camp on the Russian River in California. Both Districts, in consultation with the U.S./Toronto Region and the Generalate of the Institute in Rome, have continued to explore ways of increasing their collaboration.
