· Brother Bertrand (Louis Bertrand) Juettner, 82, of the St. Therese Home in New Hope, MN, died on August 29th at North Memorial Hospital. A De La Salle Christian Brother for sixty-five years, he was born Robert Louis Juettner in Minneapolis, the son of George and Helen (Ferguson) Juettner. He attended De La Salle High School in Minneapolis for two years and then transferred to La Salle Institute in Glencoe, MO, where he graduated in 1942. Survivors include his sisters, Sister Mary Leora, OSB, and Sister Mary Helene, OSB, of St. Benedict’s Monastery in St. Joseph, MN, and nephew Fr. Mark Juettner, Pastor of St. Raphael’s Church in Crystal, MN. A Mass of Christian Burial was celebrated at St. Raphael Church in Crystal, MN, on September 1st, and interment was at Resurrection Cemetery in Mendota Heights, MN.

Healthy Aging

This topic intrigues me.  Is it possible to age in a healthful manner?  Dr. Roger Weise, Medical Director at Alexian Brothers Older Adult Institute, thinks it is possible.  Dr. Weise teaches people that growing older is, by fact an experience, designed to be a positive process.  Aging is an opportunity to experience the “time of your life.”  Aging is not intended to be a negative experience that “drains all the life out of your remaining time.”

How do we live this positive process of growing older?  Again, Dr. Weise tells us that having work to do is essential to feeling useful to others. This doesn’t have to be a structured 9-5 job, but may be spiritual work such as visiting a neighbor on scheduled days or working a part-time job that brings you around people.  Having meaningful tasks for ourselves is vital to renewing purpose and reducing the tendency towards self-absorption. Success in aging is determined more by “inter-dependence than by independence.”  

A healthy spirit is the most effective counterbalance for the negative effects of aging.  Just as I was reading those words by Dr. Weise, I found a current copy of Senior Spirit with the title on the front page that read, “Spirituality-a practical discipline for aging” by Marie Dykes.  In a society that obsesses about the downsides of the aging process, we find delight in the amazing stories of older adults learning, doing and contributing.  What is it that frees some elders to live with meaning and purpose, sharing rich gifts of wisdom, while others exemplify our fears of physical and mental fraility?  Many believe the key ingredient is spirituality-an ability to listen and learn from your life’s journey to find meaning and purpose for today.  In his ground breaking book From Age-ing to Sage-ing:  A Profound New Vision of Growing Older, Zalman Schachter-Shalomi covers the broad range of human expression in his list of disciplined practices that lead to spiritual wholeness.

· Physical.  Get moving.  Every time you exercise, you not only reduce your risk of cardiovascular illness, but you strengthen your brain against cognitive decline.  Likewise, managing weight, blood pressure, and cholesterol benefits body and mind.

· Emotional.  A two-step process.  Come to terms with your mortality.  Tasks include completing and updating your advance directives.  Repair your life.  The goal is to reframe and repair old wounds, heal psychic bruises and love who you’ve become.  Forgiveness is part of this journey.  Practices for this phase include writing or taping memoirs, journal writing, genealogy, autobiographies, or spiritual pilgrimages.

· Mental.  Having freed up energy previously spent focusing on emotional wounds, you can focus on your philosophy of life.  What does it all mean?  What does God want me to do now for Him?

· Spiritual.  Find a deeper level of consciousness.  Practice meditation, mantras or quiet solitude.

God bless all of you in what you do and continue to age in a healthful manner.  September is a month of renewal so let’s all practice together on our roads toward balanced mental, physical, and spiritual health.
